· develops conclusions based on information gathered, such as giving opinions or recommendations, or suggesting a solution.
· structures their report using an introduction, body and conclusion
· ensures that vocabulary selection, syntax, stylistic features and written text conventions (including spelling, punctuation, grammar) are appropriate for a written report.

· uses written text conventions without intrusive error patterns, such as a pattern of errors in syntax (e.g. sentence fragments, where structures are not used intentionally; and ‘run on’ syntax); or a pattern of other significant errors (e.g. mixed tense sequences, mis‑capitalisation, spelling errors).
	The student:
