	Conditions

· All assessment activities must be conducted in English, which must not be the student’s first language.

· Students must be assessed in an actual conversation. This must be recorded visually, for example, on video tape or DVD. For guidance on how to submit materials for moderation please refer to: http://www.nzqa.govt.nz/qualifications-standards/qualifications/ncea/ncea-subject-resources/preparing-digital-visual-submissions-for-moderation/
· If the conversation is between two students there will need to be two separate conversations to ensure that both students initiate a conversation (1.1).

· Student’s speech may occasionally include hesitations and/or grammatical errors but meaning must be clear throughout.

· Pronunciation, intonation stress and rhythm may occasionally be unconventional but this must not interfere with meaning.

Learning contexts

Assessment should follow class activities in which the students have had the opportunity to become familiar with the topics through a range of listening, reading and writing activities. It is important to choose topics that are relevant and predictable so that students can relate to them easily. Conversation topics may include but are not limited to – workplace, social, or study issues. In a school setting, the discussion topic can be effectively linked to an authentic school task.

Notes for Assessors

· It is important that students are familiar with the requirements of the performance criteria and the special notes. 
· Students will need time to read and understand the requirements of the task before the assessment activity begins.

· It is assumed that in formative class work, students will have learnt a number of language patterns that can be used during the assessments. It is important though, that students do not rehearse the exact task as one of the requirements is to show evidence of emerging spontaneity.
· Refer to your institution’s policies on resubmission and reassessment before offering further reassessment opportunities.
