Key Scenes / setting

Planning techniques to progress your ideas

Using the following list of techniques, plan how you will utilise the four areas of each panel. You may decide to add additional areas to each panel too.

Visual symbolism 

· Choose images related to the source text and the ideas you wish to communicate. 

· These images could be used to represent part of you thematic focus and may change in each panel to communicate the various ways the theme effects characters, narrators, readers and society.

Other images

· How will you show changes in your other images? Consider repeating some of the same images across each panel and changing them a little each time to communicate ideas from the source text.

Layout

· How will your layout change as the panels progress? 

· Will some elements in each area move closer, further apart, above or below each other?

· How can you use changes in layout to show changing relationships between things?

Colour

· What colours can you use in text and tints over images to communicate ideas?

· What colours can you repeat across panels to develop your ideas as the text progresses?

· How can you use colour to link your text with visual elements and ideas?

· How can you use colour to create and change mood from panel to panel?

Transparency / Opacity

· How can you use this technique to showing the changing importance of something?

· How could it be used to show relationships between ideas?

Other techniques

· Borders and line can be used to divide elements and communicate relationships

· Proportion - differences in size between things to communicate relationships.

· Music and sound effects to create mood and communicate ideas.
