Antarctica – Creating a visual text

Your class has been asked to make a calendar with an Antarctic theme.  
Working on your own or with a partner, choose one of the following topics to create a static image for the calendar:

· climate or weather 

· resources 

· geography 

· flora and fauna / plants and animals 

· the size of Antarctica 

· people / explorers
Before you begin planning your own static image, your teacher will discuss examples of other static images and the visual and verbal language features that were used.
· Your static image must clearly communicate an aspect of your chosen topic.

· You can use a single image or a mix (collage) of related images.

· You may use photographs from the internet or you may draw or paint your image.

· You must include a short relevant quotation or words which are clearly linked to the image.

· Your static image should be landscape in orientation.

You need to consider the following features of visual texts and how they can be used appropriately for the main idea or mood you wish to communicate about Antarctica:
· colour – to show a mood or feeling
· lettering - upper/lower case, font, italics, bold, size
· layout   e.g. balance, frame, space 
· symbolism – use of symbols to represent ideas
It is very important that the words or quotations used are closely linked to the image(s) and that they are written correctly.
