An Ecological Community

   1. The members of a community depend on each other to survive.

   2. Each population will have its own habitat in the community.

   3. Ecological communities are plants and animals living in a particular area.

   4. There are many different types of communities.

   5. Each member also has its own ecological niche in the community.

   6. All the members of one species in a community are called a population (e.g. all the looper caterpillars in a gorse community are one population).

   7. Each member has a number of adaptations which help it to survive successfully.

   8. A few of these are - a freshwater community; a native bush community; a rocky shore community.
