Mr L's Student Notes:

Write out the key sentences and key vocabulary the students will need to understand and use, and add these to the learning outcomes. You will need to plan so that this language is consciously used and focused on. In this instance, you can do this when modelling the language (How can I magnetise the nail?) and by explicitly helping students notice the language. In oral language we use verbs to tell what happened (When I stroke the nail with the magnet, it becomes a temporary magnet), whereas in writing the verbs change into nouns (or gerunds) and the language condenses (Stroking magnetises the nail).

What is the language focus of the lesson? What language (at vocabulary, sentence level and whole text) will the students need?
