One story I really enjoyed from the short story collection Waiariki was "A Way of Talking". I was especially interested in the differences between the two sisters. One example is when Hara remembers her mother always saying "Rohe you've got the brains but you look to your sister for the sense. Later in the story, Hara realises how much more Rose has learnt about the world. We know this when she says, "It made her seem a lot older than me and tougher." Hara also begins to understand that underneath Rose feels hurt. I felt as though the differences between the two sisters weren't as great by the end of the story.

	eg. One of the messages in the short story "A Way of Talking" is that it is important to tell other people how we feel rather than bottle things up. At first Hara says nothing and is embarrassed when her sister criticises Jane about calling the scrubcutters Maoris and not bothering to find out their names. Hara finds it hard to explain how she feels. As they talk together, Hara begins to understand her sister more and admires her for speaking her mind. She makes up her mind to speak up in the future. The story ends with Hara saying, "My sister won't have to be alone again."
	Response to one text of teacher's choice shows text has been read. This could include discussion of plot, character, setting, theme or an incident. It can be in oral, written or visual form.
