	A volcano is a place on the Earth's surface where molten rock and gases erupt (break) through the earth's crust. Some volcanoes are just cracks in the earth's crust where lava erupts. Other volcanoes are domes, shields, or mountains with a crater at the summit. Volcanoes are usually found where the Earth’s tectonic plates meet or where the Earth’s crust is stretched or thin.
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
