Forming a conclusion could  involve :

Looking at the facts or information you have found and then 

· expressing an opinion and / or making a judgment  about those facts or the information 

For example: 

Fact : The Listener article quotes an example of a Korean man dying after playing a computer game continuously for 50 hours.
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Conclusion –( making a judgement and giving my opinion) : I think this is an extreme case and that most people wouldn’t be so stupid as to play a computer game for that long.

Looking at the facts or information and then

· questioning some of that information

For example:

Fact : The Listener article quotes the Principal of a College in Lower Hutt as saying that video games mean that fewer boys play sport than they used to.
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Conclusion – ( questioning the information): I wonder how that link can be proved. Surely there could be lots of factors involved in fewer boys playing sport.

Looking at the information and then 

· making a recommendation based on that information

For example:
Fact : There is quite a bit of evidence about the health problems that too much gaming might cause.
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Conclusion- ( My opinion and my recommendation) : I think that some parents are happy to have their kids out of sight in their bedrooms playing games and they would  have no idea how much time they’re spending on the computer . I would recommend that parents are far more watchful about how long their children are playing games for. 
Looking at the information and then
· making a judgment about the reliability or trustworthiness of the information

For example:
Fact:  The Gamespot site says that there is very little evidence that video games which have a violent flavour actually cause people  to become more aggressive.
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Conclusion ( a judgement about how reliable the information is) :  I’m hesitant to accept the information from the Gamespot site alone as the Gamespot site has a clear stake in promoting gaming.
