3. Have students sort words into categories, for example:
the same number of syllables

the same initial sound

the same final sound

the same medial vowel sound

the same sound for the letter ‘a’.

4. Have students:
e place the cards face down
e pick up a card, say and spell it
e turn the card over and say and spell it from memory.

e Use this set of cards with other vocab cards to play sound dominoes, matching final and
initial sounds.
