Right whales are seasonal feeders and carnivores that filter feed on plankton and tiny crustaceans in the water. They swim slowly with their mouth open, constantly eating. On occasion, they are also bottom feeders, eating prey from the mud on the ocean floor. Right whales have about 200-270 pairs of black baleen plates with bristles or hairs, which hang from their jaws. Baleen plates can be up to 3 m long. The fine hairs on the baleen plates filter out very tiny prey such as microscopic crustaceans.
