Extended Section for learning task 7

Ask the students to write a question about the ends of a magnet and the connection that the poles have to a magnet. In pairs (native speaker and non-native speaker) check the questions for grammatical accuracy.

The teacher may want to model useful question creation using cognitive and metacognitive prompts.

First I would want to think about what I already know on this topic. What do I already know about the ends of a magnet and what the poles have to do with magnets?

I might jot some of this information down. Then I would think about what else I want to know. What more do I want to know? I would brainstorm some topics and then choose from these questions that are interesting. I would think about - Is my question on the topic? Is my question open-ended? (You may want to teach the students this strategy for asking high level questions). Is my question accurate grammatically?
