Appropriate choices of language features are selected from the text, supported by reference to relevant parts of the text, and the effect of the feature is explained correctly. Any suitable examples eg

Imaginative descriptive language

Example: This is demonstrated in the following part of the text-"his breath is captured on film forever in the chill of the night he did the death scene..."

Effect: eg. The writer uses this because she wants to stir up emotion in the reader - we know Cameron has died and it is poignant to think that his breath is forever preserved on film. It gives richness to the text.

Emotive language

Example: Emotive language is seen in this quote - "And at the end of his valiant battle for life, Cameron Duncan came home to New Zealand the way he would have wanted. The plane carrying his body from the Houston hospital where he died was emblazoned with The Lord of the Rings."

Effect: The writer uses this because this taps into most readers' knowledge of Cameron's role as inspiration for Fran Walsh's song in Lord of the Rings. It makes the reader feel sad because he should have been around to enjoy the film.

Metaphor

Example: An example of a metaphor is - "a thunderous standing ovation"

Effect: The writer uses this because she wants to convey the loudness of the applause in a way that is interesting and memorable to read. The people watching Cameron's prize-winning short film were so impressed that their clapping was noisy and they all stood up to show their respect for his work. The use of "thunderous" emphasises the intensity of the noise as in a thunder storm.

Answers similar to:

Feature 1. One feature that the writer uses is to select details to help the reader reconstruct important events in chronological order.

Example 1. This is shown in the following text- " He first made..." "At 13..."

Effect: The writer uses this because she wants to fill in background information for the reader and to give the setting. From a young age Cameron had shown talent in making films. He had won awards for commercials and short films. Some detail like this is needed to involve the reader emotionally with the subject of the story. This makes the impact of his death all the more upsetting.

Feature 2. Another feature is that the article has a title which summarises the text.

Example 2. This title is " A special effect."

Effect: The writer uses this title because it is a clever play on words- a pun. A special effect is a term used to describe a technique used in film making but here it is can also be interpreted as a reference to Cameron himself who was "a special effect." The text elaborates on the ways that he was special.
	One technique used in the structure of the text is identified and its effect explained correctly with reference to the text.
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
